Title II, Part A Guidance for Completing the FY11 Consolidated Application CLIP

The placement of updated information in the appropriate descriptor of the FY11 Consolidated Application will speed up the approval process allowing LEAs to submit budgets in a timelier manner.  LEAS will have the option of retaining all past entered information in the descriptors OR deleting all previous strike-throughs and retaining selected information to update various descriptors. The various colors can also be eliminated but the wording will remain unless it is also struck-through with the above feature. All new information added to the FY11 Con App CLIP descriptors should be highlighted in light green.  Graphs and charts should NOT be pasted into descriptors as this could prevent the descriptor from opening for review.  Only Descriptors 18 and 21 should be opened to add Title IIA information for FY11. Contact your Title II, Part A consultant if you have questions concerning placement of information in the FY11 Consolidated Application.  Specific directions for adding Title IIA information to the FY11 Con App are listed below:
Descriptor 18 – Descriptor 18 must contain the following:

· How parents are notified of the parent’s “right to know” 

· How parents are notified of non-highly qualified teachers 

· How the LEA ensures that parents have been notified of their “right to know”  

· How the LEA ensures that parents have been notified when their child is taught by a non-HiQ teacher 

Descriptor 21 – A statement to include the following must be provided AT THE END OF DESCRIPTOR 21: 

     Percentage of professional learning opportunities for FY10 that were scientifically based (high quality)  

     Percentage of teachers that participated in at least one high quality professional learning activity during FY10

System Implementation Plan

     Section 2141c Requirement:

 A Local Education Agency (LEA) not meeting the 100 percent highly qualified requirement and not making AYP for three consecutive years must

 include in its implementation plan actions to enable the LEA to achieve the annual measurable objectives as described in NCLB, Section
 1119(a)(2).  In addition, the LEAs must enter into an agreement with the Georgia Professional Standards Commission on its use of Title II, Part A

             funds. The 2141(c) Agreement of Collaboration is housed on the LEA’s Con App and must be signed by the Title II, Part A coordinator and

 superintendent before the CLIP is uploaded for review. LEAs that must sign the agreement will be notified by their Title II-A consultant with

 specific directions on completing the Section 2141 (c) Agreement of Collaboration.

     LEAs must name “remediation plans” as an action under Goal III of the implementation plan to support non-HiQ teachers and paraprofessionals 

       in becoming highly qualified. Remediation plans are also required for all teachers with non-renewable, non-professional certificates. 
·  LEAs budgeting funds for class size reduction teachers must include “class size reduction” in the System Implementation Plan under Goal I, II, or
       III as appropriate.
