(Your 

interview must come after your audition.)

Percussion Audition:  The student will perform one composition of his/her own choice for each of the 

following percussion areas:  snare, timpani, and keyboard percussion.  The student also will be 

required to sight-read appropriate music in all three areas listed above.  Percussionists proficient on 

drumset are encouraged to demonstrate that proficiency.  (Note:  A drum set will not be provided; 

Nominees should bring their own.)
